The workshop aims to enable parents and
other adults to help children write and con-
struct their own simple books. By helping
children create their own books, we enhance
children’s reading and writing skills, build their
knowledge of the world, and increase their
love for books and other reading materials.
At the same time, we strengthen our bonds

with the children.

COURSE OUTLINE
The workshop leader will explain why adults
should help children write and construct their
own books and discuss how to help children
to do so. No special equipment or skill is
required to help children make their own
simple books. The workshop begins with a
brief review of how adults can encourage chil-
dren to enjoy books. Then, the workshop
leader explains ways that children can use
the books they read as springboards for writ-
ing and illustrating their own books. Finally,
simple methods of actually making the physi-
cal book are demonstrated. This is a hands-
on workshop in which participants can try out

some of the ideas presented.
